He was appalled that I was charging so
little for my skills, and he insisted that I join
the MicroEnterprise program.”

“I had no idea how to take my hobby and
turn it into a business. I didn’t know what an
LLC was. I didn’t know the first thing about
taxes. So, MicroEnterprise really helped me
by giving me kind of a framework, and
some really good information on how to get
to that first step of…is your idea something
that you can actually make money on? Is
your idea an actual feasible business? And
that was so important.”
